Research on Sdndor Eber Sr.'s fresco Artistic Education at Eotvos Jozsef

fresco by Sandor Eber Sr., a former drawing teacher at the college. For decades,
researching the fresco has been planned, with both current and former leaders of the
institution frequently discussing it, seeking opportunities and financial resources for
the project. In 2025, the goodwill and determination fortunately came together: Dr.
Zsuzsanna Korhecz Pap, a painter-restorer artist, rediscovered the fresco by opening
seven small research windows on the western wall of the rector's office. In my
presentation, I will recount the background and story of this research.

Possible Research Approaches to the Kleinfeld Warm Demander Teacher
Model in the Hungarian Context, at Primary School Level

Among studies focusing on various teaching styles and their effectiveness, little
attention has been paid to Judith Kleinfeld’s two-dimensional attitude model
(Kleinfeld, 1975). This model positions teacher effectiveness along two key
dimensions: the high expectations teachers communicate and the personal warmth
they convey. In American educational literature, these teachers are referred to as
Warm Demanders. This research examines this model using a self-developed
questionnaire based on the theoretical parameters of the framework. The pilot study
targets a partner institution participating in the MTA-PTE Reading Fluency and
Comprehension Research Group’s projects: a third-grade class (n=21) and their
teachers (n=7) at a primary school in Pécs, during the 2024/25 academic year. In
addition to the questionnaire, participant observations were conducted. The aim of
the research is to examine students’ academic performance, and to explore the
impact of Warm Demander teachers.

Restrictions of Mobile Device and Distribution of Digital Capital

From the 2024/2025 academic year, pursuant to Government Decree 245/2024.
(VIIL. 8.), educational institutions were required to develop procedures for restricting
the use of mobile devices in accordance with the list of prohibited and restricted
tools. Since the introduction of the decree, a number of issues and concerns have
been raised by those directly affected, as well as, surprisingly, by those not directly
affected on various platforms. This presentation examines the effects of restricting
the use of mobile devices, with a focus on digital capital distribution. The
presentation presents a pilot study from the everyday life of vocational training and
aims to respond to the projected impact of digital capital distribution.

Slikovnice i emocionalna pismenost

Djetinjstvo je razdoblje intenzivnog emocionalnog razvoja u kojem djeca postupno
uce prepoznavati, razumjeti i izrazavati vlastite emocije. Prve su godine djetetova
zivota vazne za oblikovanje emocionalne pismenosti, a u tom procesu vaznu ulogu
imaju roditelji i odgojno-obrazovni djelatnici, koji se koriste i sredstvima koja djeci
mogu pribliziti emocije na zanimljiv i razumljiv nadin. Jedno od takvih sredstava su
i slikovnice koje nemaju samo umjetnic¢ku ili jeziénu funkciju, ve¢ sluze kao
edukativno i terapeutsko sredstvo u radu s djecom predskolske dobi. U toj dobi djeca
jo§ ne znaju samostalno kontrolirati emocije te im slikovnice pomazu u
razumijevanju i osvjestavanju vlastitih emocija, ali i u razvoju empatije. Posljednjih
su godina recepcijski vrlo prihvaéene problemske slikovnice koje obuhvadaju
spektar razli¢itih tema i problema, ukljucujué¢i i djecje izraZzavanje emocija,
suocavanje s razli¢itim emocionalnim stanjima te prilagodbu na nove Zzivotne
situacije. Ovaj rad istrazuje na koji nacin slikovnice utjeCu na prepoznavanje,
razumijevanje i verbalizaciju emocija kod djece. Analizom slikovnica koje prikazuju
osnovne emocije (sreca, ljutnja, strah) uvidjet ¢e se kako su te emocije prikazane u
odabranim slikovnicama i na koji na¢in mogu utjecati na djetetove emocije, njihovo
spoznavanje i primjereno izrazavanje.

Picture Books and Emotional Literacy

Childhood is a period of intense emotional development during which children
gradually learn to recognize, understand, and express their own emotions. The early
years of a child's life are crucial for shaping emotional literacy, and in this process,
parents and educational professionals play a significant role by utilizing resources
that can present emotions to children in an engaging and in an easy-to-understand
way. One such resource is picture books, which serve not only an artistic or
linguistic function but also act as educational and therapeutic tools in working with
preschool-aged children. At this developmental stage, children are still unable to
independently regulate their emotions, and picture books assist them in
understanding and becoming aware of their own emotions, as well as in the
development of empathy. In recent years, problem-solving picture books have
gained significant acceptance, encompassing a spectrum of diverse themes and
issues, including children's expression of emotions, coping with various emotional
states, and adaptation to new life situations. This paper investigates how picture
books influence the recognition, understanding, and verbalization of emotions in
children. Through the analysis of picture books that depict basic emotions
(happiness, anger, fear), one will observe how these emotions are represented in the
selected picture books and how they can influence a child's emotional understanding
and appropriate expression.

O inadicama s razli¢itim samoglasnicima u govoru Preloga

U nasem istrazivanju govora Preloga primijecen je velik broj primjera gdje su
ispitanici za neki leksem upotrijebili inacice koje se razlikuju po kvaliteti
samoglasnika. Takve se inacice dijele na one sa samoglasnicima razlicite
zatvorenosti / otvorenosti (-o ili-e samoglasnici) i na one gdje se dogodila neka
glasovna promjena samoglasnika razliGitih tipova ili ispadanje / neispadanje.
Inacice sa samoglasnicima istog tipa svoje podrijetlo imaju u gubljenju opreke po
kvantiteti i modulaciji koja se u govoru Preloga, kao i svim govorima medimurskog
dijalekta, pretvorila u opreku po kvaliteti samoglasnika. Autori klasificiraju sve
zabiljeZene inacice i odreduju jesu li potpune istoznacnice ili postoji razlika u
stilistici ili semantici. Takvo je istrazivanje moguce obaviti jedino ako postoji
opsezan znanstveni rjecnik s mnostvom recenic¢nih potvrda iz realnih i spontanih
komunikacijskih situacija gdje se izrazavaju i afektivna stanja.

Analyses of Variants with Different Vowels in the Speech of Prelog

In our research on the speech of Prelog, many examples have been observed where
the respondents used variants for a certain lexeme that differed in vowel quality.
Such variants are divided into those with vowels of different closure/openness (-o or
-e vowels) and those where some vowel sound change of different types or
dropping/non-dropping occurred. Variants with vowels of the same type have their
origin in the loss of the contrast in quantity and modulation, which in the speech of
Prelog, as in all speeches of the Medimurje dialect, turned into a contrast in vowel
quality. The authors classify all recorded variants and determine whether they are
complete synonyms or whether there is a difference in stylistics or semantics. Such
research is possible only if there is a comprehensive scientific dictionary with a
multitude of sentence confirmations from real and spontaneous communication
situations where affective states are also expressed.

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The role of psychological capital in reading performance — lessons learnt of
related international research findings

Psychological capital, hope — efficacy — resilience — optimism (Luthans — Youssef,
2007; Szabé — Fodor, 2020) concerning agent activism is similar to conscious
mindset change (Dweck, 2006). The positive correlation between psychological
capital and mindset was proved regarding learners of different age groups and their
educators (Chen et al 2019; Rao et al 2020; Zhao et al 2023; Ying et al 2024; Chang
et al 2024; Boonsathirakul et al 2025). According to relevant theoretical findings,
fostering a productive mindset in students can modify their self-perceptions
regarding reading skills and make them more reflective. Therefore, teachers must
believe in their students’ capacity for growth — regardless of their current reading
skill levels — so that students, in turn, can believe in themselves (Reid, 2020).
Research has also shown that value-based teacher interventions promote learning
that supports productive mindsets and reduce inequalities in academic achievement
(Hecht et al 2023).

Wilassics Gyula vallas- és népoktatasiigyi miniszter (1895-1903) az oktatasi és
kulturalis reformok megvaldsitasa mellett elkotelezett volt a fogyatékos személyek
oktatasanak fejlesztése irant is. 1899-ben orszagos felmérést kezdeményezett a
beszédhibas tanulok szamardl, amely Hodmezdvasarhelyen kiemelkedéen magas,
53%-os aranyt mutatott (JGYK-Fodor, 1898). E helyi sajatossag nyoman az
iskolaszék 1898-ban Medgyesi Janos reformatus tanitdét bizta meg egy
gyogytanfolyam megszervezésével. Kutatasom célja megvizsgalni a tanfolyam
1étrejottének oktatasi és kulturalis elozményeit, a szervezés folyamatat, valamint a
beszédhibas gyermekek fejlesztésében elért eredményeket. A primer forrasokra
épill6 dokumentumelemzés alapjan megallapithatd, hogy Medgyesi Janos
tevékenysége meghatdrozd szerepet jatszott a beszédhibas gyermekek szdméra
Iétrehozando iskola 1898-as kezdeményezésében.

Early special education initiatives in Hédmezoévasarhely following Gyula
Wiassics' reforms

Gyula Wlassics, Minister of Religion and Public Education (1895-1903), was
committed to implementing educational and cultural reforms, as well as to
improving education for people with disabilities. In 1899, he initiated a nationwide
survey on the number of students with speech impediments, which showed a
remarkably high rate of 53% in Hodmezdvasarhely (JGYK-Fodor,1898). Due to this
local peculiarity, in 1898 the school board entrusted Janos Medgyesi, a Reformed
teacher, with organizing a medical course. The aim of my research is to examine the
educational and cultural background to the creation of the course, the process of its
organization, and the results achieved in the development of children with speech
impairments. Based on document analysis using primary sources, it can be
concluded that Janos Medgyesi played a decisive role in the 1898 initiative to
establish a school for children with speech impairments.

Nagyon sokan asszocidlnak a kornyezetkémiaban a geoszféraban megjelend,
viszonylag gyorsan hatd és a multban mar leirt kérnyezeti karokat okozd kémiai
anyagokra. Az elmult évekbeli biologiai felfedezések azonban bebizonyitottak, hogy
artatlannak gondolt kémiai anyagok is hatassal vannak az egészségilinkre. Az
orvosfoldrajz mar az okorban megjelent Hippokratész azon felismerésével és
leirasaval, amely a betegség €s a kornyezet kozti interakciora fokuszalt. Mint 6nalld
diszciplina csak 1952-ben jott 1étre Orvosfoldrajzi Bizottsag néven az IGU-n beliil.
Az orvosfoldrajz hét fontosabb iranyzata koziil a kdmyezet-egészség vonal targyalja
a komnyezetbe keriilld6 természetes vagy mesterséges anyagokat, amelyek
befolyasoljak az ember bioldgiai, mentalis és pszicholdgiai allapotat, valamint az
emberek nemi bedllitottsagat. Az elmult szaz évben tobbszaz 0j mesterséges kémiai
vegylilet keriilt be a mindennapi életiinkbe. Ezek koziil szamos kémiai anyagnak
Osztrogén az alapja, és mint néi hormon képes lehet mddositani az ember — lehet az
ndé vagy férfi — hormonhaztartasat, amely kiilondsen veszélyes a ndk esetében a
terhességi szakaszban. Endokrin diszruptornak szamitanak még a szellemi
teljesitményre nagy hatassal levé pajzsmirigy hormonjainknak a rombolasa is.
Ugyancsak idetartoznak a zsiroldhat6 vitaminok, mint példaul az A-, és a D-vitamin,
amelyek allergidkat valthatnak ki. Ezeket és még szamos természetes, és
mesterséges anyagot, amely megvaltoztatja az ember hormonhaztartasat, endokrin
diszruptornak nevezziik. E témakor a teljes bioszférat érinti. Az orvosfoldrajz és az
egészség-kornyezet iranyzat kutatdsa ki kell, hogy terjedjen erre a teriiletre is. A
WHO 2012-ben mar kézikdnyvet bocsatott ki e témardl. A klimavaltozas lassitasara
elvi megallapodas sziiletett, amelyet az endokrin diszruptorokra is illene
kiterjeszteni, hacsak nem akar az emberiség ,Istent” jatszani és egy erételjesebb
,.kémiai evoluciot” utjara engedni.

Medical Geography and Environmental Chemistry
Environmental health and endocrine disorders

Many people associate environmental chemistry with chemical substances appearing
in the geosphere that act relatively quickly and cause environmental damage that has
already been described in the past. However, biological discoveries in recent years
have proven that chemical substances thought to be innocent also have an effect on
our health. Medical geography appeared as early as ancient times with the
recognition and description of Hippocrates, which focused on the interaction
between disease and the environment. It was established as an independent
discipline only in 1952, under the name of the Medical Geography Committee
within the IGU. Of the seven major trends in medical geography, the environment-
health line discusses natural or artificial substances released into the environment,
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which affect the biological, mental and psychological state of humans, as well as
people's sexual orientation. Over the past hundred years, more than 100 new
artificial chemical compounds have been introduced into our daily lives. Many of
these chemicals are based on estrogen, and as a female hormone, it can modify the
hormonal balance of a person — be it a woman or a man — which is especially
dangerous for women during pregnancy. Endocrine disruptors are also considered to
be the destruction of thyroid hormones, which have a great impact on mental
performance. It also includes fat-soluble vitamins, such as vitamins A and D, which
can trigger allergies. These and many other natural and artificial substances that
alter a person's hormone balance are called endocrine disruptors. This topic is one of
the most interesting problems in the world, which affects not only people, but the
entire biosphere. Research in medical geography and the health-environment trend
must also cover this area. The WHO already published a handbook on this topic in
2012. An agreement in principle has been reached to slow down climate change,
which should also be extended to endocrine disruptors, unless humanity wants to
play "God" and unleash a more vigorous "chemical evolution".

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Slaying the Lexicon: Generational Takes and Pedagogical Approaches on
Internet Slang in Foreign Language Teaching

Digital communication has produced a great number of neologisms, both in internet
speech and within the modern foreign language classroom. This paper presents an
analysis of the role and perception of these newly coined, lexical items by
undertaking a questionnaire between different age groups and interviewing small
groups of students. The distinct attitudes between different generations: X, Y
(Millennials), and Z are examined. Findings reveal the level of comprehension of
modelled new words from Netspeak as well as their reception — from scepticism to
seamless integration. The paper also assesses the pedagogical implications of
incorporating neologisms into teaching to enhance communicative competence and
cultural literacy. Conclusively, the effective foreign language education in the digital
age demands a flexible, culturally responsive pedagogy that balances formal
linguistic norms with the dynamic reality of internet speech, leveraging technology
to create adaptive and motivating learning environments.

A hangos olvasas nem csupan az olvasastechnikai készségek mércéje, hanem fontos
diagnosztikai eszkéz is az also tagozatos gyermekek olvasasi és szovegértési
képességének fejlodésének megértéséhez. Az MTA Olvasasi Fluencia és
Szovegértés Kutatocsoportja empirikus elemzés soran azonositotta a leggyakoribb
hibafajtakat. Kutatasunkban masodik osztalyos tanulok olvasasi hibamintazatait
vizsgaltuk, kiilonos tekintettel arra, hogyan lehet ezeket a hibakat kiindulépontként
hasznalni célzott fejlesztési beavatkozasokhoz. A f6 cél jelenleg az, hogy ezekre
¢épitve olyan fejlesztési modellt dolgozzunk ki, amely figyelembe veszi a tanulok
egyéni sziikségleteit, és igazodik a magyar nyelv specifikus morfofonologiai
jellemz6éihez. A modell célja nem pusztan a hibak csokkentése, hanem a mogottes
készségek — példaul a fonoldgiai tudatossag, vizualis dekodolas és morfoszintaktikai
feldolgozas — tudatos fejlesztése. A vizsgalat rdmutat arra, hogy a hibamintazatok
nem csupan nehézségek, hanem lehetdségek is lehetnek a differencialt pedagogiai
munka szdmara. El6addsomban bemutatom a fejlesztési terv gyakorlati alkalmazasi
lehetéségeit. Eredményeink hozzajarulnak a korai olvasasfejlesztés elméleti és
gyakorlati megkozelitéseinek gazdagitdsahoz, €s tamogatjak a pedagdgusokat abban,
hogy hatékonyan reagaljanak a tanulok eltér6 fejlodési utjaira.

Developing Reading Fluency in Elementary School — Experiences and Practical
Approaches

Reading aloud is not only a measure of reading skills, but also an important
diagnostic tool for understanding the development of reading and comprehension
skills in elementary school children. The MTA Reading Fluency and Text
Comprehension Research Group identified the most common types of errors through
empirical analysis. In our research, we examined the reading error patterns of
second-grade students, with a particular focus on how these errors can be used as a
starting point for targeted developmental interventions. The main goal at present is
to build on these findings to develop a development model that takes into account
the individual needs of students and is adapted to the specific morphophonological
characteristics of the Hungarian language. The aim of the model is not merely to
reduce errors, but to consciously develop the underlying skills, such as phonological
awareness, visual decoding, and morphosyntactic processing. The study points out
that error patterns are not only difficulties, but also opportunities for differentiated
pedagogical work. In my presentation, I will outline the practical applications of the
development plan. Our findings contribute to the enrichment of theoretical and
practical approaches to early reading development and support educators in
responding effectively to students' different developmental paths.

From ChatGPT to Finance: How Al Transforms University Education

The emergence and rapid development of artificial intelligence (Al) is
fundamentally transforming higher education. This presentation explores how
lecturers and students perceive the role of Al in university teaching, what
expectations and concerns are associated with it, and how curricula need to be
restructured in response to technological change. As a key example, the presentation
examines the potential redesign of the Basics of Finance course, showing how Al
integration can enrich course content and modernize teaching methods. The aim is to
offer concrete proposals for embedding Al into economics curricula and developing
the competencies that will be essential in the future labour market.

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Opazanje i biljeZenje opaZanja kao osnova aktivnog ucenja u prirodoslovlju na
primjeru mikroskopiranja papucice, Paramecium sp.

Aktivno ucenje potice ucenike i studente na autonomno istrazivanje, analizu,
povezivanje i otkrivanje sadrzaja. Kroz rjeSavanje problema razvija se konceptualno
razumijevanje sadrzaja primjenom u stvarnim situacijama, ¢ime se izbjegava
pasivno usvajanje unaprijed danih ¢injenica i zakljucaka. Jedna od istaknutih metoda
aktivnog ucenja u prirodoslovnim znanostima je promatranje, koje zahtijeva vjestine
detaljnog opazanja i preciznog biljezenja opazanja. Opazanje omogucéuje primanje
informacija o promatranom objektu, §to pomaze u formiranju zakljucaka. Vjestina
biljezenja opazanja osigurava dokumentiranje podataka, smanjujué¢i moguénost
propustanja vaznih informacija te omogucujuéi kasniju analizu i interpretaciju.
Efikasnost aktivnog ucenja Cesto ovisi o motivaciji ucenika i kontekstu problema
postavljenog pred njih. U ovom radu predstavljena je metoda aktivnog ucenja
temeljena na promatranju i biljezenju opazanja kroz mikroskopiranje preparata
papucice, Paramecium sp. Istrazivanje je provedeno medu studentima prve i druge
godine Uciteljskog studija te prve godine Ranog i predskolskog odgoja i
obrazovanja. Od ispitanika se trazilo da tijekom dva Skolska sata promatraju dva
razli¢ita preparata s mikroorganizmom papucicom te da zabiljeZe i ilustriraju svoja
opazanja na strukturirane radne protokole. Dobiveni odgovori podvrgnuti su analizi
to¢nosti, razine razumijevanja te analizi crteza. Rezultati su pokazali da gotovo niti
jedan ispitanik nije detaljno opisao svoja opazanja niti oznacio strukturu
promatranog objekta, §to ukazuje na povr$no razumijevanje sadrzaja i loSe razvijene
opazacke sposobnosti. Usporedbom s istrazivanjem iz 2019. godine, utvrdeno je da
su tadasnji ispitanici pokazali dublje razumijevanje sadrzaja, dok su ispitanici novog
istraZivanja pokazali bolje vjestine biljezenja opaZanja. Pretpostavlja se da su
studenti iz 2019. imali viSe kontaktne i prakti¢ne nastave, $to im je omogucilo bolje
razvijene opaZzacke sposobnosti temeljene na svakodnevnoj praksi.

Observation and Recording Observations as a Basis for Active Learning in
Natural Sciences: A Case Study of Microscopic Examination of Paramecium

sp.

Active learning encourages students to independently explore, analyse, connect, and
discover content. Through problem-solving, students develop a conceptual
understanding of the material by applying it to real-life situations, thereby avoiding
the passive absorption of pre-given facts and conclusions. One of the prominent
methods of active learning in the natural sciences is observation, which requires
skills in detailed observation and precise recording of those observations.
Observation allows for the collection of information about the observed object,
aiding in the formation of conclusions. The skill of recording observations ensures
the documentation of data, reducing the possibility of missing important information
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and allowing for subsequent analysis and interpretation. The effectiveness of active
learning often depends on student motivation and the context of the problem
presented to them. This paper presents a method of active learning based on
observing and recording observations through the microscopic examination of
Paramecium sp. specimens. The research was conducted among first- and second-
year students of the Teacher Education program and first-year students of Early
Childhood Education. Participants were asked to carefully observe two different
specimens containing the microorganism Paramecium over two school hours, and to
record and illustrate their Observations in structured worksheets. The obtained
responses were analysed for accuracy, level of understanding, and drawings, which
were specifically coded. The results showed that almost none of the participants
provided detailed descriptions of their observations or identified the structure of the
observed object, indicating a superficial understanding of the content and poorly
developed observational skills. Compared to a study conducted in 2019, it was found
that participants from the earlier study demonstrated a deeper understanding of the
content, while participants in the recent study showed better skills in recording
observations. It is assumed that the reason for these results is that students from the
2019 study had more face-to-face and practical classes, which allowed them to
develop better observational skills based on everyday practice.

A magas szinvonali kisgyermekkori nevelés jelentdségét
szamos  kutatds  bizonyitja. Jelen vizsgalat kérdéives felmérésre és
dokumentumelemzésre épiil: Dél-Dunantilon dolgozé kisgyermekneveldk, valamint
ugyanezen térség bolcsédéibe jard gyermekek sziileinek megkérdezésén tal 15 hazai
képzoéhely szakleirdsainak tartalomelemzése tortént. Az eredmények szerint a
kisgyermekneveldk intelligenciaprofiljdban az interperszonalis, intraperszonalis,
nyelvi ¢és természeti intelligencia relevancidja igazolodott. A képzéhelyek
Osszehasonlitasa ravilagitott a gyakorlatorientaltsag és az Onismeret fejlesztésének
fontossagara, mig a sziilék elvarasai és a szakmai standardok a tudatos, reflektiv,
méltanyos neveldi attitiid irdnyaba mutatnak. Az eredmények Osszhangban allnak a
hivatdas kommunikaciora és empatidra ¢épiillé természetével, amelyek a
kisgyermeknevel6i professzionalizaciot €s a pedagdgusképzés tovabbi fejlesztését is
tdmogatjak.

The profession of early childhood educators in the light of Multiple
Intelligences

The research explores the complexity of the early childhood educator profession
within Gardner’s theory, emphasizing the key roles of personality, professional
preparedness, and expectations. Numerous studies confirm the importance of high-
quality early childhood education. This study is based on a questionnaire survey and
document analysis: beyond surveying early childhood educators and parents in
Southern Transdanubia, content analysis was conducted on the program descriptions
of 15 Hungarian institutions. Results confirmed the relevance of interpersonal,
intrapersonal, linguistic, and naturalistic intelligences in educators’ profiles.
Comparing training institutions highlighted the importance of practice orientation
and self-awareness development, while parents’ expectations and professional
standards point toward a conscious, reflective, and equitable attitude. The findings
align with the communication- and empathy-based nature of the profession,
supporting its professionalization and the further development of early childhood
educator education.

Evolutionary economic geography and the new paths creation

The central concern of evolutionary economic geography is how regional economic
change unfolds across space and over time. A key aspect of this process involves
understanding the types, effects, and origins of potential development paths. In other
words, what new opportunities will appear in one area, while in the other area
different or similar opportunities will be seized? And why are some regions more
successful than others in discovering new developmental trajectories? Recent
research in evolutionary economic geography seeks to identify the factors and
mechanisms that can answer the above questions.

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Noise can be used as a resource

While noise is typically seen as inefficiency, error, or waste, under certain
conditions it can be transformed into a resource that improves decisions (via noise
audits), aids strategic ambiguity (in leadership), or confuses competitors (in strategic
games). In behavioural economics, noise is the random variation in judgments when
the same task is performed by different individuals, or even by the same individual
at different times. Measuring noise improves decision quality and process control. In
management communication, might be deliberately used in ambiguity (a type of
noise) to maintain flexibility, manage sensitive transitions, or encourage employee
interpretation. Ambiguity can be strategic in change management and leadership. In
competitive strategy, firms may generate noise to obscure strategic intent (e.g.
releasing misleading product info or overloading competitors with data). This is akin
to signal jamming or strategic misdirection. Here, noise acts as a competitive shield
or tactic. The paper discusses noise, based on a literature review and examples in the
context of economics and management knowledge - how it can be strategically
leveraged for beneficial outcomes.

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Utjecaj informacijsko-komunikacijske tehnologije na interes za ¢itanje linearnih i
nelinearnih tekstova djece mlade S$kolske dobi iz perspektive ulitelja

Interes za Citanje posljednjih generacija ucenika mijenja se pod utjecajem informacijsko-
komunikacijske tehnologije koja je postala nezaobilazan dio svakodnevice. Posljedice toga
utjecaja ogledaju se u interesu za Citanje novih generacija ucenika. Iskustvo Citanja se mijenja,
a interes za Citanje prelazi s linearnih na nelinearne tekstove, posebno na hipertekst. Citanje
hipertekstova moze biti vrlo zanimljivo zbog mno$tva poveznica i multimedijalnosti
(Sorel,Jankvi¢-Paus, 2012). Koliko ¢itanje nelinearnih tekstova, kao §to je hipertekst, utjece na
¢itanje linearnih tekstova i kakav je nacin ¢itanja ucenika novih generacija, nastojalo se saznati
anonimnim anketiranjem ucitelja razredne nastave. U istraZivanju je sudjelovalo 168 ucitelja
razredne nastave s podru¢ja Republike Hrvatske. Rezultati dobiveni deskriptivnom statistikom
pokazali su da vecina ucitelja procjenjuje da je interes za Citanje u¢enika posljednjih generacija
smanjen, a Cesto to povezuju s utjecajem IKT-a. U¢itelji su pokazali da imaju pozitivan stav
prema nelinearnim tekstovima, ali su u anketi iznijeli da primjecuju negativne pojave kod
ucenika tijekom linearnog Citanja kao $to su povr$no Citanje, teSkoce sa zadrzavanjem
koncentracije na duzem tekstu, nasumicno ¢itanje kao bi se pronasle klju¢ne informacije. No,
ipak, veéina ucitelja ne moze povezati ove pojave iskljuCivo s utjecajem IKT-a. Ucitelji
smatraju da se u nastavne materijale za rad u ucionici trebaju ukljucivati i nelinearni tekstovi
prikladni za rad s u€enicima, iako oni veé¢ postoje u digitalnim udzbenicima za Hrvatski jezik,
ne koriste se kako je ocekivano.

The impact of information and communication technology on the interest in reading
linear and nonlinear texts of younger school-age children from the perspective of
teachers

The interest in reading of the latest generations of students is changing under the influence of
information and communication technology. The consequences of this influence are reflected
in the interest in reading of new generations of students. The reading experience is changing,
and the interest in reading is shifting from linear to nonlinear texts, especially hypertext.
Reading hypertexts can be very interesting due to the multitude of links and multimedia (Sorel,
Jankvi¢-Paus, 2012). To what extent reading nonlinear texts, such as hypertext, affects reading
linear texts and what is the reading style of new generations of students, an attempt was made
to find out by anonymously surveying primary school teachers. 168 primary school teachers
from the Republic of Croatia participated in the research. The results obtained using descriptive
statistics showed that most teachers estimate that the interest in reading of recent generations of
students has decreased, and they often associate this with the influence of ICT. Teachers
showed a positive attitude towards non-linear texts, but in the survey they stated that they
noticed negative phenomena in students during linear reading, such as superficial reading,
difficulties in maintaining concentration on a longer text, random reading in order to find key
information. However, most teachers cannot connect these phenomena exclusively with the
influence of ICT. Teachers believe that teaching materials for work in the classroom should
include non-linear texts suitable for working with students, although they already exist in
digital textbooks for the Croatian language, they are not used as expected.

A complex approach to talent management and community building at the
Eotvos Jozsef Miskolczy Special College

Special colleges play a key role in talent management within the Hungarian higher
education system. The Miskolczy Special College pays special attention to
identifying talented students and organizing activities that match their individual
profiles. During the presentation, we will illustrate the talent assessment process at
the Miskolc College, then present its current results and the concept of talent
development, and also discuss the long-term opportunities related to this. We
consider it important to take into account, from both a psychological and
pedagogical methodology perspective, the factors that can be identified in the work
of the college and that can help talented students develop their abilities.

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Familiarity of Croatian Primary School Students from the County of Karlovac
with Past and Present Members of the British Royal Family

This research study first emphasises the importance of teaching culture in foreign
language learning. It continues with a short background, offering basic information
about the British monarchy and key royal figures. This is followed by an exploration
of the level of familiarity of Grade 7 and 8 primary school students with past and
present members of the British royal family. One hundred fifteen students
participated in the study. A self-constructed twenty-item questionnaire was used to
collect data for the research. It included various kinds of tasks to test students’
recognition of names, titles, historical periods, etc. Outcomes indicate that students
know some very popular royal figures and their impact, but their knowledge is
superficial. The study determined a positive correlation between the students' EFL
grades, final average grade, and questionnaire scores. This confirmed the hypothesis
that more competent language learners memorise cultural information better.

A kutatds koOzéppontjaban a vajdasagi magyar tanitd, Ovopedagogus és
kommunikacié szakos hallgatok allnak, akik a Szabadkai Magyar Tannyelvil
Tanitoképzd Karon késziilnek hivatasukra. Célunk feltarni, hogy a j6v6 pedagdgusai
milyen kornyezeti attitlidokkel, kornyezettudatossaggal és mentalis egészségi
hattérrel rendelkeznek. A vizsgalat soran tobb, egymast kiegészitd mérdeszkozt
alkalmazunk: a CHEAKS, ENV ¢és RevNEP kérdéivek a kornyezeti ismereteket és
attitlidoket mérik, mig az 6ko-blintudat, 6ko-szorongés és 6kologiai gyasz skalak az
érzelmi viszonyuldsokat. A Mentalis Egészség Teszt a pozitiv pszichés eréforrasokat
azonositja, kiegészitve a negativ érzelmi tényezdok vizsgalatat. A kutatasi terv
Uujdonsdga a komplex megkozelités, amely egyszerre vizsgalja a kornyezeti
tudatossagot, az érzelmi megélést és a mentalis jollétet. Az eredmények varhatdan
ravilagitanak arra, mely tényezok segitik az 6ko-optimizmus kialakulasat, és hogyan
jarulhatnak hozza a fenntarthatosag pedagdgiai kdzvetitéséhez a tanitoképzésben.

Environmental Attitudes and Mental Health among Hungarian Students in
Vojvodina — Research Plan Overview

The focus of the research is on Hungarian teacher training and communication
students in Vojvodina, who are preparing for their professions at the Hungarian
Language Teacher Training Faculty in Subotica. The aim is to explore the
environmental attitudes, level of environmental awareness, and mental health
background of future educators. Several complementary instruments are used in the
study: the CHEAKS, ENV, and RevNEP questionnaires assess environmental
knowledge and attitudes, while the eco-guilt, eco-anxiety, and ecological grief scales
measure emotional responses to environmental issues. The Mental Health Test
identifies positive psychological resources, complementing the assessment of
negative emotional factors.

The novelty of the research lies in its complex, integrative approach, simultaneously
examining environmental awareness, emotional experience, and mental well-being.
The results are expected to shed light on factors that foster eco-optimism and to
show how sustainability can be more effectively integrated into teacher education
and pedagogical practice.

Analizirani korpus obuhvaca 30
predaja iz Medimurja te 12 iz Zagorja i Podravine; predaje se usporeduju te se
utvrduju njihove medusobne sli¢nosti i razlike. Tematski gledano, eshatoloske
predaje u Medimurju, Zagorju i Podravine isticu tradicionalne vrijednosti poput
moralnosti i konformizma u okviru zajednice, ¢iji je cilj utjecaj na tvorbu identiteta
slusatelja; nadalje, narocito se isti¢e tema borbe izmedu dobra i zla te se upozorava
slusatelja na negativne posljedice protudrustvenog ponasanja.

The theme of eschatological traditions of Medimurje and its surroundings

Tradition is a type of oral stories that are based on the belief in the truth of what is
being told (Predojevi¢ 2018), and a particularly widespread type of tradition are
eschatological traditions, i.e. those traditions that have as their basic motif the spirits
or souls of the deceased who return to our world in some supernatural way. The
analysed corpus includes 30 traditions from Medimurje and 12 from Zagorje and
Podravina; Traditions are compared and their mutual similarities and differences are
determined. Thematically, eschatological traditions in Medimurje, Zagorje and
Podravina emphasize traditional values such as morality and conformity within the
community, whose goal is to influence the formation of the listener's identity;
Furthermore, the topic of the struggle between good and evil is particularly
emphasized and the listener is warned of the negative consequences of antisocial
behaviour.

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Teachers’ Well-Being in Rural Schools

This study explores the well-being of teachers working in rural schools, focusing on
the complex interplay between professional, social, and environmental factors that
shape their daily work experience. Drawing on contemporary models of
occupational well-being, the research examines how working conditions, collegial
support, community involvement, and access to professional development influence
teachers’ job satisfaction and emotional resilience. Particular attention is paid to the
challenges of isolation, limited resources, and demographic decline that characterize
rural educational contexts in many developing and transitional societies. The
findings suggest that while rural teachers often face structural disadvantages, they
also demonstrate strong adaptability, intrinsic motivation, and commitment to their
communities. The paper highlights the importance of systemic support, fair
workload distribution, and recognition of teachers’ professional autonomy as key
elements for sustaining well-being and ensuring educational quality in rural schools.

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Adding an Asian perspective to a European educational civil initiative - lessons
learnt of a student from Turkmenistan studying in Hungary at a Croatian civil
youth organization during a summertime internship in 2025

As a second year international student from Turkmenistan, a country in Central
Asia, studying Pedagogy BA, Intercultural Educational Assistant specialization and
also a recognized student researcher at the University of Pecs, Hungary, in this
presentation, I will share experiences I had during my summer internship related
research in 2025, gained at an educational civil initiative in Osijek, Croatia. This
association was founded for vulnerable girls to provide them with support such as
substitution of family care, education, health care and life-skills. It was a unique
intercultural experience for me, spending time with people who speak a different
language, who have a totally different culture and are vulnerable girls, almost my
age. During my stay I held creative workshops for my research, I collected data
through journaling, participatory observations, reflective notes, and a semi-
structured interview. I conclude that via creative tasks, intercultural differences may
be overcome.

A stratégiai vezetdi szamvitel az 1980-as évek elején, a gazdasagi kdrnyezet gyors
valtozasaihoz vald alkalmazkodas igényére valaszul alakult ki. Ez a megkdozelités a
hagyomanyos, multorientalt szamvitellel szemben interdiszciplinaris szemléletet
képvisel, bevonva a kdzgazdasagtan mas teriileteit — mint példaul a marketinget,
menedzsmentet, fogyasztoi kapcsolatok kezelését és a tarsadalmi elvarasok
figyelembevételét. Ennek eredményeként a stratégiai vezetdi szamvitel hozzajarul a
fogyasztoi lojalitdas erdsitéséhez, valamint a pénziigyi €s nem pénziigyi
teljesitménymutatok hatékonyabb érvényesiiléséhez. A tanulmany egy empirikus
kutatas eredményeit mutatja be, amelyet a magyar szallodaiparban végeztek harom
kiilonb6z6 gazdasagi helyzetben (konjunktura, valsag, kildbalas).

A vizsgalat lehetéséget nyujt arra, hogy mélyebb megértést
kapjunk a stratégiai vezet6i szamviteli eljarasok alkalmazasanak és a fogyasztoi
preferenciak, értékitéletek kozotti  kapcsolatnak a  szerepérél a  hazai
szallodaiparban.

The Impact of Strategic Management Accounting on Non-Financial Indicators
in the Hungarian Hotel Industry

Strategic management accounting emerged in the early 1980s as a response to the
need for adaptation to a rapidly changing economic environment. Unlike traditional,
historically oriented accounting, this approach integrates insights from other fields
of economics — such as marketing, management, consumer relations, and societal
expectations — offering a broader perspective. As a result, strategic management
accounting contributes to strengthening consumer loyalty and enhancing the
effectiveness of both financial and non-financial performance indicators. This study
presents the findings of an empirical research conducted within the Hungarian hotel
industry across three distinct economic phases: expansion, crisis, and recovery.
Based on data from a sample of 74 hotel units, the analysis draws conclusions
supported by statistical methods. The investigation provides a valuable framework
for understanding the role of strategic management accounting practices in shaping
consumer preferences and value judgments within the domestic hotel sector.

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Parental Protection of Children on the Internet: Results of a Survey Study

This paper presents the results of a survey conducted among parents of children
attending the lower grades of primary school in the Republic of Croatia, examining
the parental protection of children on the Internet and the use of parental control
applications. The survey aimed to explore parents' attitudes toward their children's
time spent online, their protection, and whether and how parents ensure their
children's safety on the Internet. The survey was administered anonymously via an
online questionnaire containing 34 questions. A total of 235 parents participated in
the survey, of whom 14.6% were male and 85% female, while 0.4% chose not to
disclose their gender. The results showed that there is no statistically significant
difference in parental protection of children on the Internet with respect to parents’
age, gender, or place of residence. Similarly, no statistically significant differences
were found based on parents’ level of education or the gender of their child.

Oslanjaju¢i se na teorijsko-
metodoloske postavke odabranih naratoloskih koncepata i knjizevnih studija
pamcenja, izlaganje ¢e propitati nacine oblikovanja paméenja ratnih dogadanja kroz
ociste djeteta, potom nacine konzerviranja tih iskustava u obliku fikcionalnoga
dnevnika §to moze posluziti i kao jedan od mogu¢ih vidova reprezentacije proslosti;

The Experience of the Homeland War from a Child’s Perspective in Stjepan
Tomas’s Novel Mali ratni dnevnik (The Little War Diary)

The presentation will analyse depictions of the Homeland War experience from a
child’s perspective — that is, through the voice of an infantile narrator and diarist — in
the novel Mali ratni dnevnik (The Little War Diary, 1993) by the renowned Osijek-
based writer Stjepan Tomas. Since the novel is structured as a series of short
(fictional) diary entries, dated from early September 1991 to June 1992, it raises
interesting questions about the selection of experiences transformed into the contents
of memory that the diarist, twelve-year-old Cvijeta, deems worthy of remembering
and recording at the outbreak of the war. The novel is suitable for analysis also
because, despite the gravity of its subject matter, it belongs to the corpus of Croatian
children’s literature. Drawing on the theoretical and methodological premises of
selected narratological concepts and literary memory studies, the presentation will
examine the ways in which the memory of wartime events is shaped through the
child’s viewpoint, as well as how these experiences are preserved in the form of a
fictional diary — which can serve as one possible mode of representing the past. The
analysis will address the position of the narrator, the structure of time, the
semanticization of space, identify potential metaphors of memory and triggers of
recollection, and define and explain the modes of remembering.

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The Application of Multiple Intelligences Theory in the EFL Classroom: A
Hungarian Perspective

The Multiple Intelligences (MI) theory appears in various forms in teaching and
learning worldwide. Studies suggest that lessons based on this theory are more
engaging and effective. My own findings in different educational settings also
support its relevance to the EFL teaching-learning process. My research was
similarly grounded in this framework.

The study tested three hypotheses: first, that English teachers in lower grades are
generally unfamiliar with Gardner’s MI theory; second, that even without explicit
awareness, they instinctively apply its principles; and third, that students taught by
teachers consciously using MI theory achieve better language outcomes. Data were
collected through questionnaires from 72 elementary teachers, a secondary analysis
of a related master’s thesis, and three in-depth interviews. Results show that over
half of the teachers know the theory, often apply it intuitively, and that their students
demonstrate stronger understanding and language acquisition.

A 21. szazadban e kiildetés 0j formaban
teljesedik ki: a digitalis kompetencidk, az ipari innovacio és a fenntarthatosagi szemlélet
Szimulaciés Labor, amely az oktatas, a kutatds, az ipar és a tarsadalmi hasznossag
metszéspontjan helyezkedik el. A labor célja, hogy a tanuldk, oktatok, kutatok valos ipari
és logisztikai folyamatokat modellezve ismerjék meg az adatvezérelt dontéshozatal, a
kornyezeti felel6sség és az eréforras-hatékonysag Osszefliggéseit. A laborban zajlo
oktatasi és kutatasi tevékenységek az alkalmazott tudas megosztasara és a tarsadalmi
értékteremtés tamogatasara épiilnek. A projektorientalt tanulas és az ipari partnerekkel
kozos kisérletek révén a hallgatok nemcsak technologiai készségeiket fejlesztik, hanem
megtapasztaljak a fenntarthatd gondolkodas tarsadalmi dimenzidjat is. Az el6adas
bemutatja, miként illeszkedik a labor filozéfidja a modern oktatas kiildetéséhez: a tudas
gyakorlati alkalmazasan, az egyiittmiikodésen és az innovacion keresztiil szolgalni a
tarsadalom fejlédését. A digitalis ellatasi lanc labor nem csupan technologiai beruhazas,
hanem egy 0j pedagodgiai paradigma megtestesitéje — ahol a tudas, a felel6sség és a
cselekvés egységben jelenik meg.

Courage is Saying Yes to Life!
An Analysis of Two Motivational Speeches — Dinka Juri¢i¢ and Oprah Winfrey

This paper analyses Oprah Winfrey’s speech Be happy no matter what life brings
you! and Dinka Juri¢i¢’s speech Grab life by the horns and accelerate! These are
motivational speeches which encourage people to step out of their comfort zone and
introduce change into their lives. In this paper, using the qualitative method of
content analysis, the authors examined the compositional elements, themes,
messages, as well as the language and style of the selected speeches. Both speeches
contain real-life examples and optimistic messages for personal and professional
growth. Their tone is emotional and empathetic. The comparison shows that D.
Juri¢i¢ focuses on external activity and decisive life management, whereas O.
Winfrey strives for spiritual peace, emotional awareness and self-help. It is
concluded that integrating both approaches can offer a more comprehensive
response to everyday challenges, emphasizing the importance of courage and
responsibility and the need to acknowledge the complexity of emotions and external
factors in the process of personal development.

About language of advertising catalogues of retail chains in Croatia

This paper explores the language used in promotional printed materials of retail
chains, focusing on how it differs from the rules of standard Croatian. It especially
analyses the frequency and types of language errors and explains what the language
norm is, how language errors are classified, and what the main features of
advertising texts are, including their purpose and writing style. Paper analysis the
advertising catalogues of ten retail chains in Croatia. The most common errors found
were in spelling and word choice, while grammar errors were less frequent, such as
those in pronunciation, word forms, sentence structure, and word creation. The
results show that the language rules are not applied consistently and that foreign
languages, especially English, have a strong influence on the way advertising
messages are written in these catalogues.

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English as a Foreign Language in Kindergarten: Comparing and Contrasting
the Professional Views of Language Teachers and Kindergarten Educators

The study explores opinions on early foreign language learning by comparing and
contrasting the experiences of kindergarten educators and language teachers.
Through the analysis of semi-structured interviews with kindergarten principals and
questionnaires completed by language teachers conducting English classes in
kindergartens, it was found that while there is relatively little fear surrounding early
language learning today, misconceptions and a lack of information still persist. The
most striking difference between the two groups lies in their perception of its
benefits: language teachers recognize and emphasize the advantages of early English
language development, whereas kindergarten educators tend to believe that,
although introducing a foreign language has no disadvantages, it does not offer
significant developmental benefits either. Both groups highlight the important role
of parents in supporting early foreign language learning.

If we choose the “focus” of the pedagogical method correctly, the essential target
that we keep in mind throughout the pedagogical process, and assign the method of
approach to it, i.e. the forms of thinking together with the young people, then we
have a chance of success, with which we can find the middle of their souls in the
noble sense of the word, igniting the fantasy that triggers motivation.

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Visualizing Professional Identity: A Methodological Study Using Egocentric
Network Cards in Teacher Education

This paper employs egocentric network theory and hierarchical mapping techniques
to investigate pre-service teachers’ attitudes toward the teaching profession.
Drawing on visual elicitation and self-reflective mapping methods, 39 teacher
candidates constructed egocentric network maps centred on the "teacher self" and
provided written reflections. A structured, non-standardised version of the network
card was used to visually capture participants' conceptualisations of teaching. Initial
analysis reveals a stratified spatial organisation: idealised teacher traits at the core,
surrounded by clusters of practical contexts, naive perceptions, and negative
expectations, with broader institutional factors at the periphery. Linguistic analysis
suggests that conceptual shifts from naive views occur primarily at a cognitive level,
as evidenced by the referential language use. The study aims to advance egocentric
network cards as a theoretically informed, methodologically robust tool for
investigating professional identity formation and reflective practice.
